Founded by Catherine and Didier Champalou in 1983,
the domaine focuses on expressing the purity and versatility of Chenin Blanc. Their 2022 Chenin Blanc exemplifies the
region’s signature balance of freshness and depth, white flowers, pear, and honey with a vibrant mineral finish. Elegant
and precise,

Sauvignon Blanc | 2023 Joshua Cooper ‘Pyren Vineyard’ Pyrenees, VIC 34

Joshua began with fruit from his family’s Macedon vineyard, and by 2025, his wines had earned global acclaim,
including a feature at NYC’s Eleven Madison Park. Grown near the State forest and aged 12 months in old French oak,
this wine channels Chardonnay-like finesse: vermouth aromatics, stinging nettle, and subtle peach lead into a tight,
flinty palate of citrus curd and bright acidity.

Chardonnay | 2024 Lethbridge ‘Ooh lala’ Geelong, VIC 19

Ray Nadeson & Wife Marie Collis are a part of a very exceptional group of wine makers. Down the road,
‘Bannockburn Vineyards’ & neighbours ‘By Farr’. This Chardonnay is fermented in new French oak barrels of various
sizes. & has achieved full malolactic fermentation (butteryness). The result... As Sommelier Andy Tyson once told me,
“like a splice ice cream in summer”

Roussanne Blend | 2023 Harrison ‘Sol Blanco’ Mclaren Vale, SA 22

Riley Harrison would have to be one of my favourite young winemakers in Australia right now. Biodynamic fruit from
Yangarra Vineyards. This is a nod to the classy wines of the French Rhone Valley. Roussanne spends 48 hours on
skins whilst Grenache Blanc receives 24 hours. This is by no means an orange wine. Just enough skin contact to add
some extra texture. Fresh cut pear, pie crust. Full of chalky salty texture and whiff of chamomile. A truly gastronomic

wine.

No
Malolactis fermentation & natural yeasts. This is text book Hunter Sem at its best! Hints of smoke & toast
collide with waxy full weighted fruit. Brioche body with limey electricity progresses through to macadamia and
green melon. This wine is begging for some oxygen. Give it a big swirl in the glass and toast to a little slice of
Australian history, right here in our own backyard of NSW.

Riesling | 2016 Nikolaihof ‘Federspiel’ Wachau, AUT 20 / 40

Nikolaihof is one of Austria’s oldest wine estates, with the estate having been in the hands of the Saahs family
since 1894. The estate is renowned for its biodynamic farming and minimal-intervention approach, producing
wines of purity and precision. The 2016 shows crystalline acidity, delicate citrus and stone-fruit notes, and the
estate’s signature herbal, biodynamic lift. Lean, precise and mineral-driven, it carries a gentle texture and a
long, saline finish—an elegant, understated Riesling.

Pinot Blanc | 2023 Jintaro Yura ‘Il Papillon’ Alsace, FRA 24 | 46

Japanese born Jintaro Yura spent the first part of his life working the floor as a sommelier in his family's
restaurants. From then on he has transitioned into winemaking. Working with the likes of Josmeyer and a
stint in Burgundy. His wines have achieved cult status. These are wines of Ultimate pleasure & finesse.

This Cinsault is light and vibrant, with bright red cherry and raspberry,
subtle spice and soft tannins. Lively, easy-drinking and perfect with a chill.

Pinot Noir | 2024 ChaLou Orange, NSW 27
Steve & Nadja have a long standing respect of winemaking both having grown up in viticultural families. The ChaLou Pinot
Noir with 35% whole bunch offers a light bodied wine that packs in pomegranate, crimson cherry with wafts of savoury
dried thyme. Dry and textural.

Cabernet Franc | 2023 Domaine des Roches Neuves Saumur-Champigny, FRA 28

Thierry Germain of Domaine des Roches Neuves is a leading Loire Valley winemaker. Originally from Bordeaux, he adopted
biodynamic farming in the early 2000s and is known for crafting elegant, terroir driven Cabernet Franc.

His wines are pure, precise, and this wine is no different. Deeply expressive, packed full of fruit and savoury spice. The
perfect medium weight wine for Rib Eye lovers.

Tempranillo | 2022 Battles Margaret River, WA 20

Battles Wine is a small-scale producer dedicated to thoughtful, low-intervention winemaking that highlights purity and
place. Its vibrant and medium-bodied, showing juicy red cherry, plum and dried cranberry, with subtle savoury notes of
spice, tobacco leaf and earth. Bright acidity and fine, chalky tannins keep it fresh and food-friendly, finishing with a gentle
herbal edge that invites another sip.

Shiraz | 2023 Liquid & Larder by Yalumba Barossa, SA 24

Crafted in collaboration with Yalumba’s Kevin Glastonbury, our sommeliers selected two exceptional Eden Valley sites—one
planted in the 1850s on deep brown podzolic soils, the other in 1920 on sandy soils. With 15% whole bunch and 14 months'
élevage in 15% new oak, this Shiraz is richly layered. Wild mulberry, blackberry, and green tobacco lead into black cherry pie,
vanilla, and a touch of Grand Marnier, finishing with a spicy mountain pepper edge. A perfect match for our Rib Eye Chop.

Malbec | 2023 Matias Riccitelli ‘Hey Malbec’ Mendoza, ARG 24

Founded in 2009, Matias Riccitelli’s boutique winery in Las Compuertas—Lujan de Cuyo’s highest point—focuses on
old-vine, hand-harvested fruit. Fermented in concrete vats and eggs, the result is a vibrant, pure expression. Juicy black
fruits, peppercorn, and soft, succulent texture. The future of Malbec is bright!

Cabernet Blend | 2021 Prisoner ‘Unshackled’ California, USA 27

With Coonawarra local Sally Nightingale at the helm. These grapes are sourced from some of the best growers around
California. Deliciously dense with black inky fruit, Blackcurrant, liquorice & smooth vanilla tobacco, “This could be
heaven or this could be hell!”

Pinot Noir | 2023 Fanny Sabre Bourgogne, FRA 19 / 40

Fanny Sabre is one of Burgundy’s standout young producers, working organically with minimal intervention in
the Cote de Beaune to let her sites speak clearly. Not quite Pommard, but about as close as you can get without the
name, this Bourgogne Rouge comes from three former Pommard parcels declassified after World War II. The wine
shows bright cherry and red berry fruit, subtle florals and a gentle earthy edge, with fine tannins and a lively,
precise finish.

Nebbiolo | 2022 Ar.pe.pe Fiamme Antiche, Inferno’ Superiore Valtellina, ITA 20 / 41

Ar.pe.pe is one of Valtellina’s most revered traditionalists, farming steep, terraced vineyards in the Alpine valleys
of northern Lombardy. Their focus is pure, long-elevated Nebbiolo—locally called Chiavennasca—crafted with
patience, finesse, and an unwavering respect for mountain terroir. Fiamme Antiche comes from the dramatic
“Inferno” subzone, known for its sun-baked, rocky slopes that yield a slightly richer, more intense expression.
Expect lifted aromas of alpine herbs, rose, and red cherry, with fine, chalky tannins, vibrant acidity, and a mineral
edge that speaks clearly of its high-altitude origins. A precise, elegant, and quietly powerful mountain Nebbiolo.

Blaufrinkisch | 2019 Prieler Leithaberg Ried Pratschweingarten’ Kamptal, AUT 28 / 58

This single-vineyard Blaufrankisch comes from a family-run estate in Burgenland led by Silvia and Georg Prieler,
celebrated for their meticulous vineyard work and respect for the region’s limestone and schist soils. The wine
displays dark cherries, ripe blackberries, and delicate violets, layered with subtle spice and earthy nuances. The
palate is elegant and structured, with fine tannins, bright acidity, and a long, savoury finish that reflects both the
vineyard’s character and the Prieler family’s dedication to precision and terroir-driven wines.

Grenache | 2023 Sadie Family ‘Soldaat’ Swartland, ZAF 33 / 69

Eben Sadie is one of South Africa’s most celebrated winemakers, renowned for his meticulous, site-driven
approach and minimal-intervention style. He works closely with old, dry-farmed vineyards to produce wines that
are pure, expressive, and distinctly reflective of their origin. This Grenache is bright and elegant, with aromas of
red cherry, wild strawberry, rose petal, and subtle dried herbs. On the palate it is lively and finely textured,
framed by delicate tannins and a fresh, mineral finish, capturing the grace and vibrancy of high-altitude

Grenache.

Syrah | 2024 Hervé Souhaut Ardéche, FRA 40 / 80

Hervé Souhaut is a highly respected minimal interventionist producer in the Rhone Valley, known for crafting
small-batch wines that highlight the purity and vibrancy of the Ardéche. He began his operation in 1993 with a small
five-hectare holding of 50-100 year old vines across the Northern Rhone and the southern Ardéche. His expressive
and approachable Syrah offers bright red and black fruit aromas, subtle earthy undertones, and hints of pepper.
Medium-bodied on the palate, it has fine, silky tannins and a refreshing, lingering finish.

Cabernet Sauvignon Blend | 2023 Wantirna Estate Amelia’ Yarra Valley, VIC 22 /[ 44

Crafted by second-generation winemaker Maryann Egan, who continues her family’s legacy of meticulous,
hands-on viticulture, this Cabernet reflects Wantirna’s philosophy of gentle winemaking and site expression.
The 2023 ‘Amelia’ is refined and quietly confident, offering blackcurrant, mulberry and bay leaf notes wrapped
in fine, velvety tannins and subtle French oak. Medium-bodied, elegant and beautifully composed, it’s a classic
Yarra Valley Cabernet shaped by thoughtful, time-honoured craft.
